Project Requirements:






At least 3 tables which are joined with one-to-many relationships.  

1. Change the field sizes to fit the data.  (Don’t just leave the defaults.)

2. Include at least one lookup field where you will show a name and save just a number.  You might want to create a special lookup table for this information.  There is no requirement of the number of entries—could even be “Yes, No, Maybe, Sometimes.”  

3. Include at least one autonumber field.  

4. Include at least one Yes/No field.

5. Include one field with a validation rule and validation text,

6. Include at least two numeric fields which will be used later for calculations—even if you have to invent them.  If they don’t even make sense for your database, that’s OK.  
Make sure you have eliminated any data redundancy in duplicated fields in tables and have removed redundancy in queries, also.
Include queries as follows:  PLEASE COMBINE multiple features into just a few queries!
1. A query which uses two or more tables or queries as the source (May combine with other requirements)

2. A select query using a wildcard character, 

3. A parameter query 

4. A query that sorts one or more fields ascending or descending
5. A query with a calculated field
6. A query which uses at least one grouped aggregate function
7. One IIF function

8. An “And” AND an  “Or” situation  (--query with two requirements to be selected – one with both required, and one with only one or the other required)  
Include forms as follows:  PLEASE COMBINE as possible!
1. A form in columnar format.

2. A form with a heading portion and the rest of the information in tab format
3. A form with a linked subform.

4. A form header and footer with the current date and page number (Can be combined with above).

5. A filter by form saved with the same name as the original form and “–filter” added.  

6. A switchboard which has controls which open each form, including one which applies the filter by form, and controls that open all reports.  These are discussed in Chapter 9.  The switchboard will use appropriate macros.  

7. ONE macro made from scratch (Not counting those made by using the switchboard wizard. 

8. A command button made using the wizard—or a navigation set:  previous record, next record, last record, first record

Include as many Reports as necessary to show:

1. A report with report header and footer and page header and footer.  The page header should have your name and the date in it and the page footer should have the page number.  (You may add other things, also, but I require these items.) This report must be at least 3 pages long—yet appropriately spaced.  You may need to add data to your tables to make the report this length.
2. Subreport from a related table/query.

3. Grouping on two or more fields with your aggregate function and calculated fields shown in the footers.  

4. Lines and changes of font, color, and style that accentuate your report’s parts.  This project will be graded on disk only, but it must look good on paper.  

5. One appropriate picture.
