10.2 Relationship defined between the Employer and Billing Address Tables
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For each position there are many students; 


for each student there are many positions.  


    A Many-to-Many Relationship





Create a new table which bridges the two.  This table can also have other fields that are true only for the particular position / student combination.  





For every Employer ID there is one (or no) BillingName in the Billing Address Table; for every BillingName in the Billing Address Table there is one Employer ID.  This is a one-to-one relationship. 





This creates an Entity Subtype – or essentially a continuation of the main table but without the blank spaces for those without records for these fields.
